Park & Utopia, go 5 miles on FM 1050, Don’t go past Blanket Creek sign on right, our signs
are on left at our entrance — Rio Frio Lodging & Hill Country Adventure Tours; come in &
park in parking area behind Cedar Office building.

From Utopia & 187; at south end of Utopia, go West on FM 1050 toward Garner Park, go 10
miles, from Blanket Creek it's the 3" entrance on the right, our signs say Rio Frio Lodging &
Hill Country Adventure Tours; come in & park in parking area behind Cedar Office
building.

*Your Guide will meet you in the Office or on the porch. If you have room in your car
he/ or she can ride with you. This cuts down on our liability & we can talk to you along
the way & point out birds or interesting sites.
